Sable puppy dog. Lovely head and expression with dark almond shaped eye, obliquely set. Beautiful front angulation with a well laid-back shoulder and a well-arched neck. Not as well angulated behind, being a little unbalanced at present and a little long in hock. He didn’t move as well as he might have but still a promising youngster.

Lovely tri colour boy. Pleasing head and expression, with a well-rounded muzzle, correct head-planes and ear carriage. Perhaps a little round in eye, but this didn’t detract from his overall expression. Beautiful front angulation with a well laid-back shoulder and reach of neck. A level top line with a graceful sweep over the loin. Good rear angulation and well let-down hocks. Moved with reach and drive.

A pretty sable boy with a refined head and expression. Nice almond shaped eye, correct head planes and ear carriage combine to give his sweet expression. Adequate front angulation and reach of neck. A level top line with a graceful sweep over the loin and croup slopes gradually to rear. Good spring of rib. Slightly long in hock with tail not quite reaching the hock. Moved a little tentatively today.

SHELBRONZE WINDS OF CHANGE

A lovely, shaded sable boy with a pleasing head and expression, obtained by his correct head planes, beautiful fill of muzzle and nice dark eye that is obliquely set. Front angulation adequate but good breadth of chest and spring of rib. Would prefer a little more reach of neck. A level top line with a graceful sweep over the loin and croup sloping to the rear. Beautifully angulated in the rear with a lovely turn of stifle and well let-down hocks. Good length of tail. Moved with an even gait when viewed from side, but a little tentative today.

A pleasing sable boy. A correct wedge-shaped head when viewed from top and side and a well-rounded muzzle. A little round in eye but this did not detract from his expression. Good breadth of chest and spring of rib. A level top line with a graceful sweep over the loin.  Good angulation behind with well let down hocks. Tail bone just reaches hocks. Moved with reach and drive, covering the ground evenly. A very pleasing boy.

Beautiful typey boy with a lovely head and expression obtained by his wedge-shaped head, correct almond shape eye and correct carriage and set of ears. Well laid-back shoulder and reach of neck. Good breadth of chest with a level top line that has a graceful sweep over the loin. Good rear angulation with well let-down hock. Abundant coat, that fitted him well. Beautifully presented. Moved with reach and drive, keeping his top line on the move. A very pleasing boy.

A pleasing head and expression on this boy with a good fill of muzzle, lovely almond shaped eye and correct head planes. Good front angulation with a well laid-back shoulder and lovely reach of neck. Good breadth of chest and spring of rib. Nicely angulated behind. Moved with reach and drive on side gait. Very tentative today however, but overall a lovely boy.

A tri colour boy with a pleasing outline. A little bit deep through in head for me, but correct head planes. Used his correctly placed ears well. A level top line with a graceful sweep over the loin. A good breadth of chest and spring of rib. Well angulated behind with well let down hocks. Covered ground with reach but preferred the head and expression and the balance on the move of the first two, but still a very lovely boy in a highly competitive class.

A simply beautiful shaded-sable boy, with a stunning head and expression. Correct head planes and wedge-shaped head when viewed from front and side, lovely obliquely set almond eyes with a well-rounded muzzle and correct ear set which he used to advantage today all combined to give him his beautiful expression. A well-laid shoulder with good reach of neck which flowed into his level top line. A good breadth of chest and spring of rib. He was well angulated behind with well let down hocks. An abundant coat, mane and frill that fitted him beautifully, not detracting from his outline. Balanced on the move, moving with reach and drive, keeping his top line. A very lovely boy and happy to award him Dog Challenge.

Good turn of stifle, but a little long in hock and so a little unbalanced at present. Issue today was that she didn’t enjoy her time, pulling away from her handler on the move, otherwise might have placed higher on a different day if she had been more settled.
